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Albany Med Research Team Reports on New Role
for Cilia: Sense of Touch

Albany Med
Named ‘Best
Place’ Four
Years Running

The Business Review has again
named Albany Medical Center
one of the Best Places to Work
in the Capital Region. According
to the publishers of the weekly
business newspaper, the award
recognizes a company's achieve-
ments in creating a positive work
environment that attracts and
retains employees through a
combination of benefits, working
conditions and company culture.

“While this marks the fourth
consecutive year that Albany Med
has received this distinction, it
remains a significant accomplish-
ment and an ongoing testimony
to our remarkable staff. To be
named a ‘Best Place to Work’
means that despite the daily
challenges each of us faces, we
continue to work together, and
respect and support one another,
as we strive to improve the
quality of lives of the patients
we serve,” said Albany Med
President Jim Barba.

A total of 150 companies
entered the competition. Albany
Med made the list of 30 finalists
on the strength of its own
employee evaluations. Com-
panies were evaluated on infor-
mation collected from employees
responding to a Web-based
survey. The results were analyzed
and scored by assigning points to
each question, and weighing them
according to emphasis on creativ-
ity, flexibility and collegiality.

Companies were evaluated on
a 40-question survey completed
by employees of participating
companies. Employees scored
their respective companies on a
six-point scale. The results were
compiled and analyzed by
Quantum Market Research.

The top companies, including
Albany Med, will be profiled in
a special supplement of The
Business Review issued on
December 7 and will be honored
at a celebration on December 6
at the Crowne Plaza in Albany.

New research from Albany
Medical College has found a
surprising role for cilia, those
microscopic hair-like structures
located on many types of cells.
It's been known that cilia resid-
ing on unique cells in the ears
help us hear, and those located
in the eyes help us detect light.
Now, scientists have found that
cilia located in nerve cells in
the brain play a role in our
sense of touch by contributing
to our ability to detect temper-
ature changes and to feel
things contacting our skin.

Cilia on nerve cells have
previously been thought not
to play any role at all, with the
best guess being they were
vestigial—useful in some
animals but no longer useful
in others (like our tailbones or
the muscles that can wiggle
our ears). “Functional cilia
were not expected on nerve
cells that supply sensation to
the skin. The relevance of this
finding is it might give us a
better insight into certain dis-
eases of cilia dysfunction and
even the causes of chronic
pain,” said Frank Rice, PhD, a
professor in the Center for
Neuropharmacology and Neuro-
science at Albany Medical
College, who conducted the
research in conjunction with

The researchers found that
humans and mice with genetic
mutations that interfere with
cilia function respond more
slowly to physical stimuli. In
humans, these mutations

Hopkins University. The study
was featured on the cover of
the Oct. 30 issue of the
Proceedings of the National
Academy of Sciences.

cause a serious genetic disease
known as Bardet-BiedI syn-
drome that can cause blind-
ness, loss of hearing, mental
retardation and even the loss
of kidney function. Thus, the

findings of the research may
also help doctors better under-
stand this and another ailment
linked to faulty cilia, polycystic
kidney disease, a more common
inherited disorder in which
numerous cysts form on the
kidneys and can eventually lead
to kidney failure. Malfunction-
ing cilia on renal cells cause the
cells to die and cysts to form.

Rice, who is a leading
authority on nerve endings in
the skin, has published several
papers on serious chronic pain
conditions caused by shingles,
nerve injuries and diabetes.
This research has also appeared
on the covers of such presti-
gious journals as Pain and
Nature Medicine.

Two Recognized for Pre-Hospital
Emergency Care Efforts

Two Albany Medical Center staff members were recognized

by the New York State Emergency Medical Services Council

for extraordinary efforts in emergency medical services (EMS).
Michael Dailey, MD, an emergency medicine physician and
director of pre-hospital care and education, received the 2007
Physician of Excellence Award, and Bob Elling, clinical instructor
at Albany Medical Center in Hudson Valley Community College’s
Institute of Pre-hospital Emergency Medicine, received the EMS
Educator of Excellence Award. The awards were bestowed at a
ceremony in Syracuse last month.

Dailey was recognized for his work as regional EMS medical
director. As medical director for the Regional Emergency
Management Organization (REMO), Dailey leads the medical
advisory committee responsible for creating the region’s EMS
protocols. He is conducting research on pain management and
patient safety, and has published articles specific to the effects of
the working environment on caregivers in the field. He serves as
medical director for multiple EMS agencies, including the fire
departments of Albany, Delmar, Green Island, Schenectady,
Scotia, Watervliet and Watervliet Arsenal, the Town of Colonie,
and the W.F. Bruen Rescue Squad.

The State EMS Council consists of represen-
tatives from the 18 regional councils and 15
representatives from various organizations
of interest in the EMS community.

Elling was recognized for significantly improving pre-hospital
services through his roles as an emergency medical technician,
EMS educator and author. Elling has trained over 2,500 New
York State emergency medical technicians and countless others
through numerous publications, articles and video scripts. For
the past 10 years, he has taught EMS management courses to
armed services providers through distance learning programs. He
also helped write the current cardio pulmonary resuscitation
guidelines for the American Heart Association, and has served as
editor of their basic life support guidelines.

The State EMS Council consists of representatives from the 18
regional councils and 15 representatives from various organiza-
tions of interest in the EMS community appointed by the state
commissioner of health. The Council assists the New York State
Department of Health in providing leadership, developing rules
and regulations, and establishing general guidelines for the
operation of the EMS system.
